Committee Reports: 
1. Budget/Finance Committee Report – No report
2. CCOCP Report – Julia Covert sent out Recovery Event info and will forward by Paula.  Planning to do something and backup – Fri sept 25th and doing virtual run and social media throughout the month.  next meeting is Aug. 10 at 9 am. 
3. Tobacco Report - Paula reported continued advocacy for “Young Lungs at Play” program, asking municipalities to go smoke free (signs at parks). Asked for connections to the new Meadville City Council. Angela Morton offered to send an email to ask about CHIC/Paula presenting at the next meeting (in person, or virtually). Paula shared evidence based, free “Catch My Breath” being further developed by NWPA TCP for promotion for youth, schools, anywhere youth can be reached (or via coaches, health/physical education teachers).  Paula is launching Virtual Cessation, finalizing details today, offering $50 gift card, and a promotional piece we can share with clients.  Will be using HIPAA compliant Doxy.me as platform. 
4. PAIC Report – (PA Immunization Coalition) pushing immunization, which has declined during COVID-19. Governor has pushed back deadline for immunization requirements for schools. Kelly Schreck spoke about the extension, and is promoting parents maintain schedule when able, as state is trying to prevent outbreak of preventative diseases. Paula presented bus/billboard ad draft to encourage immunizations.  Paula also asked if CHIC wanted to be more actively involved or if any partnering organization wanted to take a lead on coordinating advertising in our region.
5. STEADI/MOB Report – A. English sat in on some MOB webinars. MOB may do virtual but not until they vet it and at that point Ashleigh may conduct a virtual class. Ashleigh also reported that she was thinking of starting an in-person class and MOB is good with that as long as state and CDC guidelines are followed.  Ashleigh is waiting for now but may do one in September. 
6. Bylaw Review Report (Jayme Ferry, Trevor Pearson, Ashley English, and Kandy Foote) – Paula reported there is a sub-committee meeting schedule for Wednesday, 7/29/20 at 11 am and invited anyone interested to attend.

b. HPV - Paula discussed focus on HPV in the Fall, after tasks associated with CDC grant which is taking precedent. The grant is pertinent because it addresses rural health, and oral health; Increase awareness of HPV and oral cancers, so there may be a good compliment to efforts.

Member News:  
Erin Wallace, Adagio Health, presented on the 50-year old company created to provide Family Planning Services through Office of Population Affairs grant:

· female health care, pregnancy and HIV testing, some prenatal care, related health screenings/cancer/STD/HPV. 

· Crawford County is part of their coverage area (23 counties as grantee award for Title 10 services). 

· Mobile unit, with exam room, CRNP, 2 medical assistants, mobile lab

· Some Adagio offices had to shut down during COVID. Hope to provide crucial services in rural, underserved areas where there is no OB/GYN in the entire county. 

· Event in Mercer County with mammogram unit, Breast Cancer screening, voucher to get Mammogram on site (12 counties, not including Crawford). 

· No Crawford and Erie because Adagio already has a strong presence and contractors.

· Also serve men, family planning and STD services, serve entire family, patients as young as 9-10 years old eligible for “reproductive age”. 

· Not residence based, anyone can access regardless of county (or even state), their insurance information will be checked. Stoneboro Fire Department 2nd Thursday of every month 9:30-2:30 (or 9-3), and Greenville (soon).

· Marketing flyers have dates and sites.  Erin will share the calendar, as well as website access to events page at AdagioHealth.org

· Paula suggested we may be able to add that link to the CHIC website.

Paula asked if Adagio could provide mobile unit/screening at Recovery events/sits, if done in person. Yes, depending on other critical priorities (cannot interfere with a monthly visit, such as birth control injection schedules). 

· They serve and advocate array of populations:

· Mental Health, Criminal Justice, Screenings at Pride Events, Substance Recovery

· PES (Prophylaxis Exposure Services?) such as health screening clinics. 

· 60% of those served do not have another provider. 

· Behavioral Health Screenings are completed, and referred to D&A, mental health, etc.
